
touched on several interesting stories in his journey from secular work
to ministry.  

The article also described how Dan has shared the Gospel with
numerous celebrities, as he has had opportunities to appear on many
television programs like the “Tonight Show with Jay Leno” (three
times), “The Late Show with David Letterman” (twice), “Live with
Regis and Kelly,” “Good Morning America” (three times), “The Maury
Povich Show,” Fox News’ ”Hannity and Colmes” (four times), and
several appearances with Mutual of Omaha’s “Wild Kingdom.” 

The October 2005 issue of Outreach featured Dan in an article entitled,
“Recreating Creation,” showing a picture of Dan with kids getting a
closer look at his eight-foot alligator.  The article explained how Dan
teaches kids about the unique design of animals by a Master Creator.

Dan has also been featured recently on several episodes of “Science,
Scripture and Salvation,” a 15-minute weekly radio program produced
by the Institute for Creation Research.  

Dan is certainly among a very small minority in the animal industry as
virtually every one of his professional peers are evolutionists, atheists,
or agnostics.  This is why it is so important that Creatures of Creation
Ministries gets the word out and proclaims the truth of God’s amazing
creation from a Biblical perspective!

The Creatures of Creation ministry goals and objectives have been
outlined in three phases: a Foundation Phase, a Launch Phase, and a
Growth Phase, all of which are subject to God’s perfect will, timing,
and blessing.  Essentially, 2005 has been designated as the foundation
phase, as the ministry has established a Board of Directors, had its first
board meeting, and filed its articles of incorporation with the
California Secretary of State on October 18, 2005.  

Besides publishing this first quarterly newsletter, a promotional video
is currently being developed to give friends and ministry partners a
glimpse of a series of video documentaries planned for the near
future.  The hands-on close encounter videos will feature God’s amazing
creatures presented by professional animal trainer Dan Breeding (see
“About Us” to learn more about Dan). Other resources and programs
currently offered (or being developed) include live wild animal
experiences (through church outreaches, family camps, etc.) an educational
website, critter cards (educational animal cards for children), and
other educational materials presenting animals from a creation point
of view.

he honey bee is a remarkable creature! It may be a
buzzing nuisance to some, but when you look closer

at this little insect, you can’t help but appreciate its
fascinating life and invaluable service.

Honey bees are social creatures that work together as a
group or colony, nesting and setting up hives in empty
spaces like walls, trees, and wooden boxes set out by bee-
keepers. Beekeepers harvest the bees’ honeycomb, which
makes up the main structure of the nest. God has established
a tremendous order in the production of this honeycomb,
utilizing many bees with very unique job descriptions to
accomplish His designed purpose.  

Large hives can contain as many as eighty thousand honey-
bees, but interestingly, there is only one queen bee,
whose life span can last from five to nine years. The rest
of the hive is made up of drones (males) and worker bees
(females).  The drones have one sole purpose – to mate
with the queen bee during flight.  They are the only bees
which aren’t equipped with a stinger for defense. A
drone dies after mating, but if it is unsuccessful, it can live
up to ninety days.  The worker bees only live about three
weeks and do all the physical work associated with building
the hive (as their name implies). The worker bees are
further subdivided into different departments that
contribute to the overall goal of building the hive. Some
groups make the honey, some build the combs, and others
guard the hive against outside enemies. 

Younger worker bees stay inside the nest and produce
royal jelly for food, build the honeycomb, and maintain
ideal temperatures by fanning their wings together to
cool the hive, or huddling closer together to warm it. 

Older worker bees are assigned to outside field duty and
searching for flower nectar, pollen, water, and a substance
called propolis, which is brought back to the hive to make
bee glue. As bees move about from flower to flower,
pollen is transferred one to another, thereby making it
possible for flowers and crops to produce seeds and fruit.

ost gibbons live in the rainforests of Southeast
Asia.  A few can be observed in captivity in zoos

across the United States. Creatures of Creation Ministries
has been blessed with two of its own gibbons that can be
experienced up close and personal at many of Dan
Breeding’s wild animal encounters.  Leeza (2 1/2 months)
and Albie (1 1/2 years) are two common (white-handed)
gibbons. (Their scientific name is Hylobates.) Leeza and
Albie are sisters that were graciously donated to
Creatures of Creation by a zoo in Maine. 

These slender, long-limbed animals are actually apes,
often referred to as “lesser apes.” They differ from great
apes (gorillas, chimps, and orangutans) in that they are
smaller.  Incidentally, an easy way for the average person
to tell the difference between monkeys and apes is to
look for a tail. Monkeys have tails, apes don’t. 

Gibbons are primarily arboreal (tree dwelling)
and are masters at their primary mode of
locomotion, using their long arms to swing
from branch to branch at distances of up to fifty
feet and speeds of thirty-five miles per hour.
They can also make leaps of up to twenty-seven
feet, and when they walk bipedally, they walk
with their arms raised for balance. 

There are nine species of gibbons which usually
reach a weight of between 20 – 30 pounds and
have about four times the strength of a human
(pound for pound) when they are fully grown.
Ironically, gibbons have only one subspecies,
called Siamangs, which are actually larger, reaching
a total weight of up to forty pounds.  While the
gibbon is omnivorous, it is primarily a fruit eater,

the direction she moves across the circle lets them know
the direction relative to the sun.  For an example, if she
moves upward, the source is directly towards the sun.  

There are several other movements used to tell other
bees about different food sources.  This is all part of God’s
remarkable design!  

So the next time you are asked to give directions to your
favorite restaurant, impress your friends with the dance
of the worker bee!  

Another incredible feature of the honey-making worker
bee is the way she communicates information to the rest
of the colony about newly discovered food sources (such
as a new bloom of clover). If the source is within a few
hundred feet of the nest, she will turn around in a tight
circular motion for about 3/4 of an inch, and then change
directions.  The other bees will follow her and pick up the
scent of the food source.  

If the food is further away, the worker bee performs a
“dance”, making a circular flight pattern and adding a
movement across the middle of the circle, with a continuous
shaking or wagging of her abdomen. The number of circuits
lets the other bees know the approximate distance, and

with a particular craving for figs in the wild. 

One very special feature of the gibbon is its
uniquely-designed rotator cuff with an
uncanny ability to rotate 360 degrees, allow-
ing it to turn in a complete circle with ease.  A
gibbon’s arms are actually longer than its
height, which helps explains why they will raise
their arms when they walk on two feet. 

It is important to realize that evolutionists will often
argue that various skulls discovered over the years sug-
gest human evolution.  For an example, the so-called
“Java Man” is supposed to represent an advanced form
of man, but Eugene Dubois, the very person who
discovered the Java Man, ultimately concluded that it
was merely a giant gibbon!   

Scripture clearly teaches that God created
each “beast of the earth according to its
kind” (Genesis 1:25) and then “created
man in His own image” (Genesis
1:27).  In fact, God “formed man
of the dust of the ground, and
breathed into his nostrils the
breath of life” (Genesis
2:7). While we should
appreciate and learn all
about God’s amazing
creatures, we must
remember that man is the
only creature that is created
in God’s image and set
apart to have a relationship
with Him. 
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he beautiful landscape of Pine Valley Bible Camp (Pine Valley, California)
